Complete an application or other form.  This could include information such as name, address, social security number, assets, income and medical information that you authorize us to collect.


Coordinate with consumer reporting agencies to check credit history as authorized by you.

As a result of transactions with us, our affiliates, or others, we may collect personal information.  This could include policy values, policy numbers, payment history, and transactions completed with us.

Sharing Information:  We only share nonpublic information with non-affiliated companies or individuals as permitted by law, such as third party administrators and consumer reporting agencies, or to comply with legal or regulatory requirements.  In the normal course of our business, we may disclose information we collect about to you companies or individuals that contract with us to perform servicing functions such as: recording keeping, preparation of statements, distribution of material, computer related services, policy and account administration, joint marketing of our products and services.
When we provide personal information to a service provider, we require the providers to agree to safeguard your information and use the information only for the intended purpose and to abide by applicable law.

Employee Access to information:  Only employees with a valid business reason have access to your personal information.  These employees are educated on the importance of maintaining the confidentiality and security of this information.  They are required to abide by our information handling practices.

Protection of information:  We maintain security standards to protect your information, whether written, spoken, or electronic.  We update and test our systems to ensure the protection and integrity of information.
